The Cobb Building 
Nancy provided green building design consulting and LEED documentation services for the historic 
renovation and adaptive reuse of a 1910 office building to luxury apartments.  The project was 
complete in the summer of 2006.  The project is expecting to achieve LEED Silver certification. 
 
Post Occupancy Green Building Research Project 
In partnership with a Seattle design firm and a non-profit housing developer, Nancy provided 
technical assistance in the development of the research parameters, and data analysis. She further 
developed the data and presented the information at a regional housing conference. 
 
Issaquah Highlands, The High Streets  
Opus and Port Blakely Communities are in partnership to develop a new lifestyle center with 
396,000 SF of retail and 100,000 SF of office in 19 buildings.  Nancy is providing green building 
design consulting, charrette facilitation, LEED project management and Green Globes certification. 
 
YMCA New Construction and Renovation Projects 
Nancy is currently working with YMCA of Greater Seattle, and YMCA of Snohomish County on 
several new construction projects and one renovation project.   
 
Windermere Education Workshops  
In partnership with Windermere and Windermere Education, Nancy developed a series of 
workshops to education real estate agents about green building and LEED.  The program focus is on 
the multi-family market, and each workshop features a project currently under construction that is 
pursuing LEED certification.  Four workshops were given in early 2007 to agents representing the 
projects.
